NT 370 I John: This is a verse by verse study of the book of I John taught by Pastor Bil Gallatin. We will 

examining the details of the book in an inductive manner. Tuesdays from 9:30-11:30 Wednesday from 

9:30-11:30 and Thursday from 9:30-11:30 for the second half of semester. 

.NT 320 Gospel of John: This course taught by Ted Meilleur will be an in-depth look at The Person and 

Work of Jesus Christ.  Tuesdays from 12:30 – 3:30. 

M 100 Principles of Ministry: This course taught by Pastor Tony will be looking at the seven churches of 

Revelation and the model church of I Thessalonians chapters 1-3. The principles found in these passages 

are applied to ministry within and outside the church. Wednesdays from 1:00-3:30 and Fridays from 9:30-

11:30. 

TH 350 Attributes of God: This is a detailed examination of the person of God as He has revealed
